| wanna take a moment to tell you about my mom and an important spirit of truth that I learned
from her. Why anyone who knew my mother, one of the first things | think anyone would ever say
of her is that she had a green thumb.

Romans 8:28, and we know that in all things, God works for the good of those who love Him, who
have been called according to His purpose.And we know that in all things. Not some things, not
most things, but we know that in all things, God works for the good.

Please notice here that the Apostle Paul is not saying that all things in our lives are good, he's not
saying that all the things that happened to you and me are good because that obviously isn't true,
there's a lot of sin, there's a lot of injustice, pain and grief. Rather, what our text does say is that all
things God works for the good. You seg, it is God who makes it turn out good, God knows how to
take out the garbage, God knows how to take the trash of our lives, all of our failures, our regrets,
our heart aches, and God works them, and he works them for good. | mean, that's stuff that I just
prefer you not know about me, and that's stuff too perhaps you don't want anyone to know about
you. God knows how to take all of that to the foot of the cross and work it for good.

But wait a moment. So | mean, what is the good? What is the good towards which God is working
all things?

Well, let's read it again. And we know that in all things, God works for the good of those who love
Him, who have been called according to His purpose. You see, God has a purpose in this who have
been called according to His purpose. For those God for new, he also predestined to be conformed
to the image of His Son. That is to make us like Jesus. The purpose towards which God is working
all things Paul says, is to be conformed to the image of Jesus. To transform you and me to be more
loving, more compassionate, more bold people to share in Jesus life and His glory.

It's not just your money, | want, it's not just your gifts and talents
that | can use, but | want you to give to me your failures, your heart breaks, your regrets, give me all
of that ugly stuff and just watch me go to work to bless you and to bless others.

And that's why we call him savior.

My mom had her compost pit where she took the trash, the scraps, | mean, the stuff everybody else
threw away, my mom would take that and she would work it for good. Hey, well, I'm here today to
